INTRODUCTION

This book has been written for the Thai students that want to
improve their English writing skills. Since writing is a skill that
depends on one’s knowledge of grammar, the book includes a review
of the rules of Grammar that the authors feel most relevant to the
development of the students’ ability to write well in English.

However, it is strongly suggested that the student also read
extensively, because there is no better way to learn to write than to
read the writings of native speakers of English.

The writing skill is one that takes time, so serious students of
English writing should not expect to become fluent writers of English
just by reading and doing the exercises in this book. One must write,
write and write some more in order to become a good writer. There is
no substitute for writing. Writing is a skill that takes practice. The
more writing that you do the better you will become.

Another skill that you must develop along with the writing
skill is the knowledge of the English vocabulary. And, there is no
better way of developing a strong English vocabulary than by reading
and using a dictionary to develop your vocabulary. Learning the
vocabulary of English and how the words are used will enable you to

become good writers. This book has been designed to give you
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knowledge of the various skills that you will need to be a good writer,
but, remember you can only become a good writer if you do it.

Included in this book is a section of writing samples that has
been organized by various topics, Thai Holidays, Technical Topics
and Recipes, History, Tourism, Entertainment and Sports, and
Customs and Traditions. Reference to these samples will help you see
how writing about the different topics affects the style of writing and
the vocabulary that you will require to write about the various topics.

This section was included to provide examples. You should
not simply copy them and expect to develop your writing skills. If
you use this book properly and you practice your writing, you will
become better writers of English. And, who knows, maybe one day
you will write your own books in English.

In business, there are many legal forms of organization. The form of
organization means the type of ownership. The main differences between
the types of ownership are in their ability to raise capital, the size and
continuity of the enterprise, the disposition of profits, and the legal
obligations in the event of bankruptcy. Each form has certain advantages
and disadvantages. The three forms discussed in this lesson are the sole

proprietorship, the partnership, and the corporation.

The form which requires the least amount of capital and personnel
is the sole proprietorship. Sole means single, and the proprietor is the
owner. Therefore, a sole proprietorship is a business owned and operated
by a single person. This single person can start a business by simply
purchasing the necessary goods and equipment and opening up shop.
There are very few government and legal regulations to comply with. The
sole proprietor owns all the business assets, makes all the decisions . . .

A partnership presents a completely different set of problems. A
partnership consists of two or more people who share the ownership of a
business. A partnership should begin with a legal agreement covering the
various aspects of the business. . .

The corporation is very different from both a sole proprietorship
and a partnership. First of all, the corporation is a legal entity which is
chartered by the state in which it is incorporated. In other words, a Los
Angeles corporation is incorporated under the laws of the State of

California. . .
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The three types of legal organization discussed in this lesson show
different possibilities and limitations. The best form for a particular
enterprise depends on its capital requirements and the number of owners.

There are three kinds of pollution: there is air pollution, which is
bad or unhealthy air; water pollution, which is bad or unhealthy water; and
there is noise pollution, which is bad or unhealthy sound.

Air pollution is caused primarily by automobile exhausts and
factory smoke. The exhaust and smoke released by a car has many
poisonous or harmful particles in it and they can remain in the atmosphere
for long periods of time. These pollutants can cause health problems for
people exposed to them. Some health problems related to automobile
exhaust are emphysema and cancer. Both of these diseases are extremely
dangerous and can kill people. Air pollution can also have damaging
effects on our environment by causing climate changes that can affect our
ecology.

Water pollution is normally caused by the waste water that is
released by factories and homes. The waste water from the home is full of
germs and other dangerous life forms. Of course, germs and other bacteria
can cause serious diseases. In addition, the exhaust particles from air
pollution can get mixed with the water that we drink and cause the water
to be polluted. The waste water from factories is sometimes mixed with
poisonous chemicals used in the production process. They can cause

illness, and/or birth defects.
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Noise pollution is caused by some of the things that we find most
pleasurable. For instance, when we go to a night club and listen to loud
music, we are exposing ourselves to noise pollution. Noise pollution is just
as dangerous to our health as air and water pollution, because loud noise
can damage, or even destroy our hearing. In addition, loud noise can cause
stress and stress can cause serious health problems; therefore, stress is as
dangerous to our health as smoking, or ingesting poison.

If we want to prevent all the damage that these different kinds of
pollution can cause, we must educate ourselves and others to the dangers
of all kinds of pollution and then encourage strict regulations of our
activities to prevent pollution. We can do this by reading books and
watching educational programs about pollution and then passing strict
laws to regulate the human activities that cause the different kinds of

pollution.
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
