Many major battles such as Bull Run I and II, Antietam and Shiloh, 

among others, claimed tens of thousands of lives on both sides in 1861 and 1862. Neither 

the Union nor the Confederacy had the upper hand. 

	 The turning point in the war, however, occurred on July 1, 1863, when Confederate 

and Union armies met at Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. The battle that ensued was one of 

the bloodiest battles in American history. Eventually, Robert E. Lee's Army of Northern 

Virginia was driven away from Pennsylvania by Union general George Meade and his 

Army of the Potomac. The battle did much to cripple the Confederate army. Meanwhile, 

in the western battlegrounds, Union forces under Ulysses S. Grant had gained control 

of the Mississippi River and port of New Orleans which effectively split the Confederacy 

in two. Finally, after Union forces had invaded the Confederate capital of Richmond, the 

Confederate states surrendered on April 9, 1865, at Appomattox Courthouse, Virginia. 

The Union was preserved.

	 On April 26 1986, the No 4 reactor at the Chernobyl power station in Ukraine 

blew up. Facing nuclear disaster on an unprecedented scale, Soviet authorities 

responded by sending thousands of ill-equipped men into the radioactive hell. A book 

by Russian journalist Svetlana Alexievich tells the stories of eyewitnesses who recall the 

terrible human cost of the catastrophe.

	 When a routine test at Chernobyl went catastrophically wrong, a chain reaction 

went out of control creating a fireball that blew off the reactor's 1,000-tonne steel-and 

-concrete lid. There were 31 fatalities as an immediate result of the explosion and acute 

radiation exposure would end the lives of hundreds of others in the days that followed.

	 Evacuation of local residents was delayed by the Soviet authorities' unwillingness 

to admit the gravity of the incident. Eventually, more than 100,000 people were evacuated 

from the surrounding area in Ukraine and Belarus.

	 Bags of sand were dropped on to the reactor fire from the open doors of 

helicopters (analysts now think this did more harm than good). When the fire finally stopped, 

men climbed on to the roof to clear the radioactive debris. The machines brought in 

broke down because of the radiation. The men barely lasted more than a few weeks, 

suffering lingering, painful deaths. But had this effort not been made, the disaster might 

have been much worse.

	 As a result of the accident 485 villages and settlements in the surrounding 

countryside became uninhabitable, and 70 of those had to be completely demolished, 

dug up and carried away in trucks to be buried.

	 Everyone has several different types of teeth. Each type has a unique name 

and a different purpose. The teeth in the front of your mouth, and the easiest to see, are 

called incisors. There are four incisors on the top and four on the bottom. Incisors are 

shaped like tiny chisels with flat ends that are sharp. These teeth are used for cutting 

and chopping food. They are the first teeth to chew most food we eat. The pointed teeth 

on either side of your incisors are called canine teeth. People have a total of four canine 

teeth, two on top and two on the bottom. Because they are pointed and sharp, they are 

used to tear food. 

	 Next to your canine teeth are the premolars. You have eight premolars in all, 

four on top and four on the bottom. They have a completely different shape than both the 

incisors and canines. That is because premolars are bigger, stronger, and have ridges 

-- all of which makes them perfect for crushing and grinding food. 

	 Finally, there are your molars. You have eight of these, four on the top and four 

on the bottom. Molars are the toughest of the teeth. They are wider and stronger than 

premolars, and they have more ridges. Molars work closely with your tongue to help you 

swallow food. The tongue sweeps chewed food to the back of your mouth, where the 

molars grind it until it is mashed up and ready to be swallowed. 
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	 By age twenty, four more molars grow in the back of the mouth, one in each 

corner. These are called the wisdom teeth. People do not need wisdom teeth now, but 

many years ago these teeth were necessary to help people chew tough plants, which 

were an important part of the human diet. Now, many people get their wisdom teeth 

pulled by a dentist, a doctor who takes care of teeth, to keep them from crowding their 

other teeth. 

	 The next time you eat, pay attention to which teeth do which jobs. Having 

a cookie? Incisors do a good job of biting into that tasty treat. What about a carrot? 

Those molars get the job done, not the teeth in front. How about a slice of pizza or a 

piece of bread? Your canines will help you tear at the food, and your premolars and 

molars will help you grind up that pepperoni pizza or peanut butter and jelly sandwich.

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Passage 4

	 There are almost 400 different kinds of sharks. Each kind of shark looks different, 

has a unique diet, and behaves differently. There are sharks in all four oceans of the 

world. Some sharks are longer than a school bus, while others are so small they can live 

in fish tanks. Sharks come in all kinds of colors. Most of the time, their skin color helps 

them blend in with their surroundings. But, some sharks that live in the deepest part of the 

ocean actually have parts that glow in the dark. Most sharks live in salt water, but some 

can live in fresh water. All sharks are unique, or have different qualities that make them 

so special. 

	 Sharks are actually a type of fish. There are some similarities as well as differences 

between sharks and typical fish. Shark skeletons are made of cartilage. Fish skeletons 

are made of bones. Cartilage is the bendy, tough substance in peoples ears and noses. 

Like other fish, sharks have gills. Gills are how fish breathe. Unlike fish, people use lungs 

to get oxygen from the air. Fish get oxygen from the water using gills. Water needs to 

move over the gills so that sharks and fish get enough oxygen. To keep the water moving, 

most sharks need to swim in water that has a very strong current. Sharks have lots of 

teeth that are arranged in many rows, rather than in just one row like people. The teeth 

from the outside row gradually fall out, and teeth from the next row take their place. Some 

sharks will lose 30,000 teeth in a lifetime! Each species of shark has different kinds of 

teeth. This is because different sharks eat different kinds of food. Some sharks eat food 

as small as plankton while other sharks eat animals as big as sea turtles. Most sharks do 

not eat very often. Some sharks will go weeks between meals. 

	 Sharks are at the top of the ocean food chain, which means that no animal is 

hunting them for food. This position is very important because sharks keep the other animal 

populations from growing out of control. This process helps ensure there is diversity, or 

many types, of life in the oceans. One of the things particularly special about sharks is 

they have been around a long time. Sharks have lived in the oceans since dinosaurs 

roamed the Earth about 64 million years ago! Scientists believe there may have even 
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been shark relatives living 400 million years ago. Sometimes, sharks are described as 

primitive because they have existed for so many years, and they have not changed much 

since then. It is amazing how long sharks have been living in the ocean! Sharks are very 

different animals, and there are many things people can learn about them.
