1 The “greenhouse effect” is the warming that happens when certain gases in Earth’s atmosphere

trap heat. These gases let in light but keep heat from escaping, like the glass walls of a greenhouse.

2 First, sunlight shines onto the Earth’s surface, where it is absorbed and then radiates back into
the atmosphere as heat. In the atmosphere, “greenhouse” gases trap some of this heat, and the rest

escapes into space. The more greenhouse gases are in the atmosphere, the more heat gets trapped.

3 Scientists have known about the greenhouse effect since 1824, when Joseph Fourier calculated
that the Earth would be much colder if it had no atmosphere. This greenhouse effect is what keeps
the Earth’s climate livable. Without it, the Earth’s surface would be an average of about 60 degrees
Fahrenheit cooler. In 1895, the Swedish chemist Svante Arrhenius discovered that humans could
enhance the greenhouse effect by making carbon dioxide, a greenhouse gas. He kicked off 100 years

of climate research that has given us a sophisticated understanding of global warming.
