ออกขอ้สอบมากทีส่ดุในชว่งทศวรรษทีผ่่านมา เริม่ตัง้แตก่ารทกัทายไปจนถงึการกลา่วคำ�อำ�ลา จบัตายแนวข้อสอบ
รอบด้านเกี่ยวกับการสนทนาในสถานการณ์ต่าง ๆ  (Situational Dialogs) 

ข้อสอบ CONVERSATION เปน็ขอ้สอบทีว่ดัทกัษะการพดูและการสือ่สาร (Speaking Skills) รวมไปถงึวดั
ความสามารถในการเปรยีบเทยีบวฒันธรรมเจา้ของภาษากบัวฒันธรรมทอ้งถิน่ของผูเ้รยีน เพราะเปน็ปจัจยัสำ�คญัที่
จะทำ�ให้เราเข้าใจบริบทของการสนทนาได้ดียิ่งขึ้น เช่น สำ�นวน “When in Rome, do as the Romans do.” 
หมายถงึ “เมือ่อยูใ่นกรงุโรม กจ็งทำ�ตวัใหเ้หมอืนกบัทีช่าวโรมนัทำ�” เปรยีบไดก้บัสภุาษติไทยทีว่า่ “เขา้เมอืงตาหลิว่ 
ต้องหลิ่วตาตาม” นั่นเอง จะเห็นได้ว่า ถ้านักเรียนไม่เข้าใจหรือเปรียบเทียบความแตกต่างระหว่างวัฒนธรรมไม่ได้ 
นักเรียนก็คงจะทำ�ข้อสอบส่วนนี้ได้ไม่ดีนัก 

ข้อสอบสนทนาจะปรากฏในส่วนแรกของข้อสอบ TGAT และ A-LEVEL หากเปรียบกับการยกกองทัพไปรบ 
ด่านนี้จะเป็นด่านแรกที่เราต้องตีให้ราบเป็นหน้ากลอง ก่อนที่จะทะลุเข้าไปตีด่านอื่น ๆ  ข้อสอบสนทนามีสัดส่วนถึง
