Laurence Sterne was an Irish man who spent most of his life as a clergyman
in England. The following extract is about his journey 1 France.

One evening, being away from any town, | was glad to see a house a short
distance from the road. It was a little farmhouse 2 with a vineyard and
a cornfield. It was about eight in the evening when | got to the house. The family
consisted of an old gray-headed man, his wife, with five or six sons, sons-in-law,
their wives, and a group of 3 children. They were all sitting together
to their evening meal.

The old man rose up to meet me and, with a respectful cordiality, invited me to



sit down at the table. So | sat down at once like a son of the family. And to invest
myself in the character of a son as quickly as | could, | instantly borrowed the old
man’s knife, took a loaf, and cut myself a heavy portion. And, as | did so, | saw
a testimony in every eye, not only of an honest welcome, but of a welcome mixed
with thanks that | had not seemed to doubt. When the supper was over, the old man
gave a knock on the table with the handle of his knife to bid 4 prepare
for the dance. The moment the signal was given, the women and girls ran into
a back apartment to tie up their hair; and the young men to the door to wash their
faces and change their wooden shoes. And in three minutes, every soul was ready,
upon a little esplanade before the house, to begin. The old man told me that all his
life, he had made it a rule, after supper 5 over, to call out his
family to dance and rejoice, believing, he said, that a cheerful and contented mind

was the best source of thanks to heaven that an illiterate peasant could pay.

Songkran is the Thai traditional New Year which starts on April 13" every year
and lasts for three days. Songkran festival on April 13" is Maha Songkran Day or
the day to mark the end of the old year, April 14" is Wan Nao, which is the day after,
and April 15" is Wan Thaloeng Sok which the New Year begins.

Songkran means “movement” or “changing” since, according to Thai astrology,
the sun will move into a new sign of the zodiac on this day. Songkran is also called
the “Water Festival”. Water is believed to flow and wash away all bad omens during
this time. Thus, it is time to clean houses, villages, temples, and spirit houses.

In the Thai tradition, the New Year begins early in the morning when faithful Thai
Buddhists give alms to Buddhist monks. After that, they release caged animals,
especially birds and fish. Elders and parents will be visited and respected by their
children and grandchildren. The young pour scented water over their elders’ hands,
and the elders, in return, wish them good health, happiness, and prosperity. This
tradition of paying respect is called “Rod Nam Dam Hua”. April 14" is called
“Family Day”.

In Bangkok, the Buddha image “Phra Buddha Sihing” is brought out from
the National Museum for people to sprinkle lustral water at Sanam Luang, opposite
the Grand Palace. Anyone who goes out on the street is likely to get a thorough
soaking. People believe that water will wash away bad luck, and splashing water

over friends or anyone will give them a New Year blessing.
