Take the term l6ivi3u (tai3 wan5) Taiwan as an example.
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There are 32 vowels in Thai. Vowel and consonants constitute the
most basic word.
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Thai language has 44 consonants and it's divided into low, middle and
high class consonants.
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Endings are mostly placed behind the consonants. Some consonants
are used as endings. There are 6 endings in Thai, 2 special ending
sounds, 3 clear ending sounds ~, #, N and voiced ending n, @, 1.
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Thai language has 5 tones and 4 tones symbols.
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
