“Educational Inequality in Education” Poverty and Inequality “Research and research
to eliminate poverty through good health, gsood governance and nature to preserve the
environment” Phatthalung Province is the first of the 20 provinces with low household incomes
and a vertical number of poor people. Phatthalung Province has a number of poor people.
Total 14,342 households. From the TPMAP system resources, the Sustainable Livelihoods
Framework (SLF) points out that Poor people in Phatthalung Province have the lowest average
social capital potential, equal to 1.53 (difficult to live in). Human capital has the lowest average
level, equal to 1.83 (difficult to live in). In addition, it was found that 3 districts have a high
number of poor people. The highest were Pak Phayun District (20.1%), Mueang Phatthalung
District (19.9%), and Khuan Khanun District (16.2%), which were poor in education (7,677 people),
poor in terms of income (4,693 people), and poor in terms of living (2,144). person). which is
related to the data obtained from the Human Capital Data Survey. related to factors affecting
poor people in terms of education and poor people in terms of income That is, 43,184 people
in Phatthalung Province received less than compulsory education (76 percent) and unemployed
people were concentrated in the 3 districts above. There were 17,893 people in Phatthalung
who did not have occupational skills (17,893 percent). 51), among which some are students.
Most people in Phatthalung have a career. Which occupations that receive minimum wage are
occupations that lack stability in the household income base. This results in receiving fewer
educational opportunities. The students come from poor households. Study at the early
childhood level Primary and lower secondary education.

Create a development mechanism at the Phatthalung provincial level to develop
it into an educational innovation area. TheU target area is a self-reliant school (Stand Alone)
"Urban Poor" which is a school under the Phatthalung Provincial Administrative Organization. and
Phatthalung Municipality want to unlock Because the administration is stuck in the framework of
government regulations This makes the school administration unable to manage independently.
