Preening is how birds keep their feathers looking clean, waterproofed and

in flying condition. Healthy birds spend a great deal of preening because having

neat feathers is very important to a bird’s survival. Feathers keep the bird insulated,

weatherproofed, and they even help a bird find a mate.

he’s really doing is removing debris and breaking up powder-down feathers, which

grow close to the skin, into powder that helps waterproof the feathers. With the

exception of Amazon parrots and hyacinth macaws, the bird is also spreading

“preen gland” oil through the feathers, which helps with waterproofing and acts

10 as a precursor to vitamin-D production. While preening the bird “zips” up his

feathers; each strand of each feather is like a little bit of Velcro that sticks to the

others to form a tight, neat feather. See, there’s a lot going on with this preening
business!

Birds like to preen after a bath and after meals. You will notice the bird shake

15 out his feathers after preening and may see a cloud of dust emanating from the

bird. This is part debris and part powder down. Some birds, like African greys,

cockatoos and cockatiels, have a lot of powder down. Regular bathing can reduce

the amount of powder down your bird generates.

Have you ever wondered what role the queen bee really plays within the
hive? She certainly plays a vital role, but what exactly is that role? Let’s look at
the life of a queen bee, from the beginning of her life to the very end.

“Queen Bee” is typically used to refer to an adult, mated female that is

5 usually the mother of most, if not all, of the bees in the beehive. She is the only
queen in a colony of honey bees that may number 60,000 or more. Her impost
important duty is to lay eggs and she lays about 1,500 eggs during the spring.

The majority of the other bees are working to support her. While much of their

work is not directly related to egg-laying activities, it all contributes to the ongoing

10 survival of the colony. These workers feed and groom her. They also carry away
her waste and actually digest her food for her. As a queen does not have the
same ¢lands workers use to digest their food, so her food is predigested and then
fed to her. Worker bees will also build huge stores of honey over the spring and
summer. These reserves support the survival of the colony through the winter,

15 after which the queen will start laying eggs again. Without the constant care of
her attendants, the queen would die.

The queen can live for two or more years. As the queen ages and her
productivity declines, worker bees will prepare to replace her by feeding royal
jelly to several young larvae. When a new queen is ready to take her place, the

20 workers usually kill their old queen by smothering and stinging her. Although this
