Most people with a cold need no drugs at all. The illness will run its course in anything from 4

to 14 days. Plenty of rest and warm fluids in early stages of infection are helpful. Paracetamol,

used sparingly, can ease aches, pain and fever(although the usually mild fever is part of the

body’s defense mechanism against the infection).

When the nose is blocked(congestion), blowing the nose or simple gentle cleaning of the nostrils

is helpful.

Most people with a cold need no drugs at all. The iliness will run its course in anything from 4
to 14 days. Plenty of rest and warm fluids in early stages of infection are helpful. Paracetamol,
used sparingly, can ease aches, pain and fever(although the usually mild fever is part of the
body’s defense mechanism against the infection).

When the nose is blocked(congestion), blowing the nose or simple gentle cleaning of the nostrils
is helpful. Breathing warm water vapor can ease the congestion.

For a sore throat, anything sucked or chewed in the mouth helps to stimulate salvia production
which in turn eases the soreness of the throat. Similarly, warm fluids are helpful. Gargling with
a warm water with a little salt added may ease the soreness or drink a warm water, lemon juice
and honey may sooth the throat.
